And that's faith in an Al-
mighty God who sent His only Son 
to take on the sin of the world in 
order to redeem mankind back to 
Himself.   
 
Even though that one day of Con-
voy of Hope has ended, the love of 
God has not.  So be the hands and 
feet of a loving God, and take the 
gospel of Jesus Christ, the gospel of 
hope, to those you know.  Thank 
you to all those who participated to 
assist in making this event a huge 
success for the community. 

Have you seen website headlines for 
the last year...or watched the news...or 
read the newspaper...or overheard 
coworkersô conversations about what's 
going on in the world today?  In case 
you haven't, people are losing their 
jobs, retirement accounts are dwin-
dling, if they even remain at all.  Peo-
ple are killing each other, their fami-
lies and themselves.

On April 2, 2009, on a small plot of 
land in the heart of downtown Ra-
leigh, through the hearts and hands 
of hundreds of volunteers from 65 
area churches, over 6,000 people 
received the gospel presentation of 
hope, along with health care and 
other services, and food.  Of those 
who attended, over 5,800 were prayed 
with concerning struggles in their life. 
 
Matthew 6:26 admonishes us to "look 
at the birds of the air; they do not 
sow or reap or store away in barns, 
and yet your heavenly Father feeds 
them. Are you not much more valu-
able than they?"  There is only one 
true source of hope, and that is hope 
in a faithful and almighty 
God.   Psalm 146:5-6 says "blessed is 
he whose help is the God of Jacob, 
whose hope is in the Lord his God, 
the Maker of heaven and earth, the 
sea, and everything in them - the 
Lord, who remains faithful forever." 
 
Many things change, but God never 
does.  He's the same God today, yes-

This is why Paul told Timothy to entrust or pass on what 
he received to reliable (trustworthy) people who will then teach 

others. Paul discipled Timothy and Timothy was to go and disciple 
others. This is the ministry of multiplication or reproduction. 
 
We are commissioned to make disciples of all nations. This literally 
means all people. We are to make disciples of all people regardless 
of race, gender, social or economic background, or education level. 
 
Mt. Zion will continue to offer training to help people to be disci-
plemakers. Disciplemaking takes time, energy, and courage. But we 
already have God's abiding presence through the Holy Spirit within 
us giving us the power to witness and make disciples. 
 
"But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you.
