Hopefully, we all came away from the Menôs Re-

treat with a few nuggets of knowledge or wisdom 

that will help us as we go forth. One message I 

hope we all were able to ingest is that, ñThe Hud-

dle Is Not The Game.ò The point here is that we 

can talk, we can celebrate, and we can plan, but 

there is no chance to score until the game start 

play. A friend of mine who passed away a couple 

of years ago had an opinion about meetings 

(huddles): He would say, ñWhen all is said and 

done, there will be more said than done.ò It matters 

little how well you perform in the huddle, if you 

keep dropping the ball during the play. 

 

Sometimes this is simply a mode change from talk-

ing, planning, listening to executing. Below is the 

definition for ñexecute.ò 

 

Execute - to perform indicated tasks accord-

ing to instructions, plans, or design. 

 

Does this not sound like the Mission? Go and do 

according to the Master Plan. 

 

We huddle a lot on Sunday mornings. We huddle 

in the pews, we huddle in the classrooms, and, 

sometimes we huddle in the parking lot. 

 

The goal of this message is to maximize the impor-

tance of our Works, but not to minimize the impor-

tance of the huddle. It is in the huddle where we 

learn the character and strategy of the enemy. We 

learn the nature of our Keeper. We learn how to 

please the Owner and Provider. We learn from 

each otherôs experience and we map out our per-

sonal strategy. The Word exhorts us to huddle.

Let us not give up meeting together, as some are 

in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one 

another--and all the more as you see the Day 

approaching.

And let us not neglect our meeting together, as some 

people do, but encourage and warn each other, espe-

cially now that the day of his coming back again is 

drawing near.
